EPA Questions Air Quality at Toll Road

Pay Stations

At he time that Motorola planned to begin
manufacturing in a new plant at Harvard, a tollbooth
and intersection was planned at |1 90 and IL Highway
173 to allow access to the toll road from the new
facility. The request triggered an examination of air
quality throughout the I-system resulting in non
attainment status for most of the system's booths.
Starting in 2002, a phased abandonment of the toll
collection stations will begin with the most severe
polluters. The South Beloit Plaza will be one of the
first to be eliminated.

EPA non attainment status places harsh restrictions
on any new development associated with the
designated areas as well as making it difficult to obtain
public monies for any new road construction. Because
the Tollway Commission has spent most of the toll
monies which would have been available to fund the
conversion to "freeway" status, the Governor and
Legidature will have to determine how and who will
pay for the changes. The freeway may not be so free
after all.
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I’'m sure you have been faced with trying to find a
reputable service provider to help you with a
household need. This could be anything from snow
removal to an inside or outside paint job, a plumbing
or electrica problem, window or carpet cleaning,
landscape help or any other small job.

Deer: Love Them and Hate Them

Some Illinois communities have taken to bringing

professionals into their neighborhoods to reduce the
overpopulation of deer. Concerns are auto accidents
(which | can attest to - totaled my van last yr.), lymes
disease and the damage they cause to plant life. Some
of their favorite plants may also be your favorite and
some native plants are listed as endangered or
threatened but the deer don't know that. To protect
your plants repellents can be used on and/or around
them. Deeraway, Miller Hot Sauce and Thiram are
contact repellents that taste bad. Area repellents such
as Hinder, dried blood, bar soap (type with tallow acid,
nor coconut) such as Irish Spring, human hair and
diluted urine, and Milorganite all smell bad to them.
Both types need to be reapplied and vary your
repellents because deer seem to get use to them.
A few other points. Firewood should dry 6-9 months
before use; winter mulch goes on and around plants
after the ground has frozen, not before, and regular
mulch should never touch

the trunk of the tree or shurb. Many local landscape
companies pile the mulch up on the trunk. This will
in time kill the tree or shurb due to the increased
moisture.

Operating Snowmobiles within the law!

It's imperative that you know what the laws of
the State of Illinois are regarding the safe and legal
use of snowmobiles operated in Illinois. The
following information was taken from bulletin R9-
8478-20M. If you have, and operate a snowmobile
you should obtain a copy of the current regulations.
Here are some of the more important ones to
remember.

Operation must be no closer than 10 feet of non-
interstate and limited access highways. Crossing
any highway should be done at a 90° angle with the
highway and as there is to be no use on interstates
and active railroad beds. No one under the age of 11
may operate one, and any child between 10-11 must
only ride with a parent or guardian. To operate a
snowmobile a parent or guardian must accompany
children 12-15. You must be 16 or older and have a
valid driver’slicense to cross a state highway.

All snowmobiles must be registered with the state
and display the appropriate decals on the vehicle.
Operation is not permitted on the Ledges golf course
and operation on any private property requires
permission of the owner. Be smart, be considerate,
be safe and be legal and enjoy the use of your
snowmobile.

GOLFING AT THE LEDGES FOR 2002

The most crucial question for the New Year is
neither “to be nor not to be” nor "where is Osama Bin
Laden" but " should | buy a season pass from the
Winnebago County Forest Preserve?’ If you want an
unequivocal answer to this query, continue reading.

The answer is NO! Never! Not in amillion years
because:

I) The cost for this coming year's unlimited play
pass is $475, an increase of 15 % over last year's $415
and a whopping 35% over two years ago ($350).
That's a huge increase.

2) Daily fees for residents remain constant from last

year a $16 per round on weekdays and $22 on
weekends and holidays, and only $1 more than two
years ago. That's aminiscule increase.
3) Even though our fees will increase dramatically,
much needed improvements to our cart paths, bunkers,
and clubhouse never seem to happen. Whereis all this
additional revenue going, anyhow?

4) Instead of charging their clients more, the District
should cut costs of operation. There is a rumor that
the District is considering hiring a consultant at a hefty
sdlary? Do we need a consultant?

5) Instead of raising fees, the Forest Preserve should
increase revenues by encouraging more play. For
example, Ledges, Macktown, and Atwood all
closed during the month of December. The owners of
a near-by course, which remained open, informed me
that they had over 100 golfers several days during
This period which was extremely profitable for them.
Also, the Board needs to address the serious problem
of geese at the Ledges. A number of golfers stated they
do not play fall golf here because of the migratory
invasion of these scatological creatures. Findly, the
District would most likely benefit--at least in the long
run--by offering more programs for junior golf.

On the other hand, the answer is an unqualified
YES! A gold season passis the best bargain in town--
-maybe even the state, because:

I) The price is right. Anyone who plays golf just
once a week for the 7 months of the pass will be even
with those who pay a daily green fee. Any additional
rounds are "free". Y ou can't beat that.

2) Relative to other comparable markets, our passis
rock bottom cheap. For example, the Decatur Park
District pass is $675---plus an additional $1 capital
improvement surcharge for each round. That makes
the Forest Preserve look like Santa.

3) According to Mike Durand, the P.G.A. Director of
Golf for the District, season pass golfers comprise 65
% of the total rounds played, but only provide 45% of
the total revenue. So we're getting a good deal.

4) Findly, al of us would like to see some
significant changes on these three courses. However,
since these venues are not tax supported, the only
source of money for improvements must come from
us—--the golfers who would be the beneficiaries.
(Here's a thought. Why not a) acquire sponsors for
each hole? and b) find a philanthropist who would be
willing to donate a few million to a specific course in
exchange for hyphening their name onto the
present one?? Any takers?

So there you have it----the unambiguous answer to
the question of the year. Glad | was able to clear it up
for you.
