WE MISSED YOU!  at the Neighborhood Watch 
Meeting.  There were only about a dozen people there, 
but we received some good information and also 
answers to several 
questions.  Deputy 
Falzone gave us many 
pointers on how we can help 
ourselves maintain the relatively 
safe community we enjoy.  The 
Winnebago County Police 
Department will provide us with 
as many new, larger Neighborhood Watch signs as we 
want, to make sure anyone considering something 
illegal is aware they are being watched.  Some of the 
points Deputy Falzone made were: 
1. Provide good exterior lighting (motion lights etc.) 
2. Make sure you have good security including solid 

core or steel doors and good locks, secured 
windows and patio doors. 

3. Watch for unfamiliar cars or persons in the 
neighborhood, especially if they seem to be 
driving slowly or driving by more than once.  
Report these cars and those being driven in an 
unsafe manner, giving license & description. 

4. Call 987-5800 to report this information and any 
non-emergency situations (press “1” to bypass the 
automated system and you will  talk to a live 
person). 

5. Use an engraver to mark you driver’s license on 
your personal property items.  Absolutely don’t 
place your social security number on anything.  

Engravers can be purchased inexpensively at 
places like Menards and Home Depot. 

 
     Do report these situations, you won’t be considered 
a nuisance.  The reports are recorded and often, when 
a crime is reported, your information may help the 
police catch the perpetrator.   I you feel there is a dog 
in the neighborhood that is a safety threat, please 
report that information 
     Thefts from mailboxes of outgoing and incoming 
mail have been a problem in the county.  Some of the 
thieves have been caught, but caution should be 
exercised because there are still problems.  Criminals 
have found a way to wash off the payee and the 
amount of a check and replace the original information 
with their name and a new dollar amount while you 
signature remains intact.  With the recent episode of 
pipe bombs in mailboxes, we need to work with the 
postal workers to ensure their safety and ours.  
Fortunately the guilty party was caught and we hope 
no future incidents will be forthcoming.  There was 
one mailbox in the Ledges deliberately burned, but no 
one has been charged with the crime.  If you observe 
any damage to mailboxes or their contents, be sure to 
report it to the Post Office and to the Winn. Co. Police.  
Make sure to give all the pertinent details. 
     The Roscoe Township Highway Department will 
be furnishing and installing traditional street signs in 
the Ledges over the next several months.  These will 
be easier to read than the engraved wooden posts.

Living within a Woodland 

 
West Nile Virus is here.  The 
virus is spread by infected 
mosquitoes.  Mild symptoms 
include fever and headaches. 
The elderly and those with 
weakened immune system have 
an increased likelihood of  

severe symptoms: which include high fever, headache, 
convulsions, muscle weakness, paralysis, coma and 
death.  So please get educated on which insect 
repellants are recommended. 
"www.cdc.gov/ncidod/dvbid/westnile" is a good site.  
Be alert for dead crows and Blue Jays and report them 
to the Dead Crow Hotline 962-5092.  Please report 
because it takes two dead birds within a sq. mile to get 
the agency to pick up the carcass.  Also remember 

standing stagnant water is a breeding ground for 
mosquitoes.  So please survey your property. 
 
The destructive Gypsy Moth is defoliating our trees 
and contributing to the destruction of our woodlands.  
The State is spraying our area to kill the moth and to 
stop reproduction.  Learn to identify the moth at 
"www.agr.state.il.us" and report their presence to the 
Gypsy Moth Hotline 1-800-642-6684  and please kill 
them. You'll save a tree or two. 
 
Invasive species such as Garlic Mustard and 
Buckthorn are also destroying our woodlands and 
Buckthorn berries are killing our birds.  Lou and Don 
Cuff have an eye- opening story about this issue.  One 
day it was raining a thick colored liquid in their 
backyard. You see the birds were eating the Buckthorn 
berries and getting near instant diarrhea, but they kept 
on eating them. Garlic Mustard should be pulled 
before it drops seed. Buckthorn can now be cut and 
treated with 
20% Round-Up.

"www.invasiveplants.net" as well as many others. 
 
I am doing a Native Landscaping Workshop at my 
home at 11868  South Gate Rd. on Sat. July 6th at 
1pm. May take 2hrs or so depending on what people 
want. I will be covering topics like "Rain gardens", 
backyard ponds, woodland and prairie, invasive 
species management, burning, composting, etc. Will 
provide handouts on the topics including native 
landscaping web sites and where to purchase quality 
plants. Videos on Native Landscaping will be 
available for viewing and computer for researching 
web sites.  Some neighbor guest presenters as well. 
Please RSVP to help me plan. Small donations will be 
accepted to cover costs of material. Refreshments will 
be provided.

Getting Rid of Yard Waste 
 The last two years, Waste Management has taken 
our yard waste for a six month fee plus $1.50 per 
paper waste bag.  Last February we received a letter 
notifying us that they would no longer be providing 
this service. 

 This spring we called Waste Management, Roscoe 
City Hall, True Value Hardware, South Beloit and 
Rockton for help with removal and a source of paper 
bags.  Having no success with these sources, we 
finally called Beloit, and “bingo”, our problem was 
solved.  They gave us the phone number of Leaflan 
Compost Center (608-364-1909).  Leaflan is located at 
6711 W. St. Lawrence on the west side of Beloit, 



which is one mile west of the intersection of Paddock 
and St. Lawrence Roads. 

 Leaflan is approximately 13 miles from the Ledges 
Club House.  Take 251 north to Prairie Hill Road, 
continue west past Beloit Corp. and then turn left on 
So. Bluff Rd. (Hwy 45) and take the first right which 
is Yale Bridge Rd. (Hwy 48). Follow Yale Bridge Rd. 
west to the first stop sign which is Prairie. Turn right 
on Prairie and continue past Blackhawk Farms 
Raceway.  Prairie makes a jog and becomes Paddock.  
Follow Paddock until you reach the first stop sign 
which is the intersection of St. Lawrence and Paddock.  
Go left on St. Lawrence for one mile to the Leaflan 
Compost Center on the south side of the road.  The 
charge is $15/year, which you can pay at the building 
where you drop off your yard waste.  Paper bag 
containers or garbage cans full of yard waste can be 
emptied.   NO plastic bags!
