Fall in the Ledges

Garlic Mustard, Buckthorn,
Exotic Honeysuckle, Multiflora
Rose, Siberian EIm and Poison
Ivy: What makes these plants a
problem? Invasive plants often

; are free of predators and
disease, have a longer growing season, rapidly
colonize an area, shade and/or crowd out better quality
native plants, diminish the quantity and quality of
wildlife, negatively impact property values, etc. Fal is
usualy the most effective time for killing invasive
trees and shrubs. Cut the trees and shrubs close to the
ground and treat the stumps with approximately a 20%
solution of Round-up along the edges. Garlic Mustard
can be sprayed in late fall when temperature is till
over 35 degrees F. and other plants are dormant.




Remember that Round-up kills anything green
including poison ivy.

West Nile Virus: Standing water is a breeding
ground for mosquitoes. “Rain Gardens’ are a new
concept that will absorb standing water. Using native
plants, those that like periodic wet soil, in low spotsin
your yard will put an end to standing water. The root
systems of native plants can be 10 — 12 feet deep.
Research shows they absorb large quantities of water
and purify it aswell.

Deer: Wisconsin passed a law forbidding feeding
deer. Thisis to help reduce the spread of CWD, that
deer killing disease. We should consider following
their lead. Gary Neu

Burning Leaves is a politica, hedth and
environmental issue. Don’t wait for the politicians to
stop this unhealthy waste. Mulch or compost your
leaves. Use them in your flowerbeds. The earth needs

their decomposition to improve its soil. Fire though,
serves a major purpose in woodlands and prairie
gardens. Burning the groundcover in woodlands
improves the quality of the soil and sets back invasive
species like garlic mustard, Asian honeysuckle and
buckthorn. This alows for more sunlight and more
native plants to grow, which is better for the wildlife.
Property owners with woodlands could spread their
leaves out in the woods and |eave them or burn.

For those who wish to exercise their rights to burn
here are the regulations from Winnebago County.
During the months of April, October, and November,
yard waste may be burned on Saturday and Sunday
from 8AM — 8 PM. Those with even numbered
addresses may burn from 5PM — 8PM on even
numbered days and those with odd numbered
addresses may burn on odd numbered days from 5PM
— 8PM.
