For those who
have woodlands or prairie areas,
it may be possible to get
permission through the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency for native landscaping and invasive
species control. www.epa.state.il.us, phone #987-
7760.

Annual Tree, Shrub and Flower Sales. Many
organizations are taking orders for their annual native
plant sales. These are small sized quality plants at low
cost (They will grow bigger). Government Agencies:
McHenry County Soil & Water, #338-0099;
Winnebago Co. Soil & Water, #987-4247 ext. 3 and
Rock County, #608-754-6617 have native trees &
shrubs. Some examples are Serviceberry, Dogwoods,
Hazelnut: 5 for $8 or 25/$34. Oak trees 1 gdl. size for
$27. Evergreens 10 for $20. Call me or them for info.
The Nonprofit Organizations. Wild Ones, Rock
County Conservationists, Sinnissippi Audobon Society
and Madison's Arboretum also sell native flowers or
forbs and grasses as well as trees and shrubs.
Remember Native Plants are low maintenance, are
perennials and provide food and habitat for wildlife.
Cdl me, I'm running out of space. Each place has a
different selection. Act soon because deadlines are
very close.

In honor of Earth Day/week (4/13-27) and Arbor
Day (4/25) LPOA will be placing an order for 200
shrubs and selling them at close to cost. This will be
the First Annual LPOA Native Plant Sale. We'll
have serviceberry, ninebark, hazelnut and others for $2
each. Size 6''— 24", age 1 — 4yrs old. They will be
available for purchase at my house on Fri, 4/25 at 4-
6pm, and Sun 4/ 27 at 11am-1pm. For other times call

Beautiful Program. Participate by getting outside and
cleaning up the Ledges. This day is aso the
Global/National Youth Service Day and both are part

“Geese Peace” is a program in which some LPOA
residents have become involved. We will be helping
the Winnebago County Forest Preserve oil goose eggs
on and around the golf course and waterways in a
humane effort to reduce the geese population. The
Humane Society has given approval of the methods
being used. We have completed training and will soon
be getting our feet wet. | bet that’s not al! If you have
geese nesting on your property or know of some nests,
let us know. We will be marking found nests with a
flag and paying them weekly visits for afew months.

To help reduce the danger of West Nile Virus in
our area we will be searching for “mosqguito pits’ as
we oil eggs and we will be looking into ways to
control/kill these little buggers. Please note that some
of the Chronic Wasting Disease deer were from our
area. So keep your eyes open for sick looking deer and
report them to the sheriff or the DNR. Be advised that
the DNR has been working on CWD in our area. If
your yard looks like food is available to deer, you will
be visited. To those who have stopped feeding the
deer, thanks, now they’ re eating my plants!

Finaly, those that have mature woods on your
property, now's the time to start killing garlic
mustard and buckthorn. If you are interested, | have
free pamphlets from the Department of Natural
Resources. These will help identify the plants and
provide info on how to kill them effectively. Also for
gardeners, | have pamphlets on Rain Gardening. Stop
by and pick some free pamphlets.
