Unfortunately, we have had
another incident in the Ledges area of a pair of dogs
allowed to run loose. The meandering dogs attacked
another family’s dog that was in his own yard.

Please remember that dogs residing in a residential
area anywhere in Winnebago County must be within
their own property lines unless on a leash and
controlled. Pet owners are legally and financialy
responsible for their pet’s actions. Winnebago County
Animal Services (877-3073) has assured the LPOA
that they will respond to reports of animals running
loose. A person from Animal Services will come out,
take your report and take appropriate action that can be
anything from talking to the owners or taking the
matter to court. Records are kept of al complaints
received. The name of the person making the
complaint will not be disclosed unless a court
appearance is necessary.

Since none of us wants to have problems with our
neighbors, the best solution is to have a friendly
discussion with your neighbor about what is upsetting
you. However, there will be times when outside
intervention will be required.
