Dri ving
Safety in the
Ledges

Each year we remind you to be careful driving
around our area. New people move into the
neighborhood and often there are children (now out of
school) that we have to watch attentively. Teen-age
youth are getting their licenses to drive and sometimes
need reminders to watch out for others. All of us
should slow down and obey all traffic signs.

According to the Winnebago County Highway
department, “On residentia streets within the
subdivision, the speed limit is 30 MPH maximum”.
This is true even if speed limit signs are not posted.
Love Road between Elevator and McCurry has a 40-
mile speed limit. From McCurry north of Love Road
the limit is 55 MPH.

The rolling terrain and winding streets make it
necessary to use a little extra caution. | have heard
several complaints of speeding on Love Road, rolling
through stop signs or ignoring them completely, and
drivers “tailgating”. This has caused people to fear
using proper driving techniques to avoid being “rear
ended” even though they are signaling a turn!
Homeowners could trim shrubbery that interferes with
driver vision.

While we like the rura feel of our area, some of the
signs of “encroaching population” are welcome. |
think most people appreciate the stoplights at 251 and
McCurry Road, | know | do!

| dentity Theft

Last year seven million U.S.
families fell victim to identity
theft. Since 1990, 33 million
Americans have had their identity
snatched. Identity theft has been
used in crimes ranging from
international drug trafficking to terrorism. Many
victims don’t discover their identity has been stolen till
major problems surface.

The consumer ends up paying for ID theft and
businesses expect to lose $4.2 billion this year and this
figure is expected to balloon to $8 billion by 2006. ID
theft in not generaly the fault of the individual, but
that of improper protection of data bases by merchants,
credit bureaus and the government. The most sensitive
pieces of information are your full name, socia
security number and date of birth. Be cautious when

you give this information to anyone, especially anyone
who contacts you requesting it.

The information above was gleaned from a good
article in the October 2003 issue of Consumer’s
Report. They mention things like e-mail spammers
Dumpster diving, mail theft, account takeover,
skimming (use of illegal magnetic card readers) and
raiding your old computer as potential sources of
problems. There is an excellent web site of extensive
information on ways that thieves steal your identity.
